Currently as a president of ACEF, I am looking forward to
work with BDP with our new visions for the growth of young
people both in Bangladesh and Japan.

After graduating from BDP schools (Grade V), the students need to admit into
grade VI in a public or private schools which are very fur from their houses.
These schools are not free of cost like BDP school. They need to spend a good
amount of money for their education. The parents of these students mostly small
farmers. They are not affording to carry out all the educational expenses. As a
result, most of them are bound to stop their education. Many of them go to the
paddy field to help their fathers and some of them sell labors elsewhere. Most
of girls get early marriage.

BDP has very limited resources and its budget does not allow to send these drop
out students to other school for higher study. After having field survey and
evaluation, we decided BDP will establish vocational education for these drop
out students so that they can enter the job market as a skilled/resource person
rather than daily laborers. BDP started 4 vocational schools with 4 trades. These
are: A. Electrical, B. Auto Mechanics cum car driving C. Computer educa-
tion D. Sewing. Both girls and boys can have equal opportunity to admit into
these vocational schools. These schools are not limited for the BDP graduates
only, the door is open for everybody specially for the unemployed youth of the
society. We have many success stories. Many of our former students are now
well established.

Vocational education is very expensive program. BDP do not have enough
resources to run these schools but BDP things it is very much essentials to
change our children lives. On behalf of BDP I would like to invite all of you to
come forward and take active part in changing lives.

Sima studied for a long,
one-year basic computer course at BDP Kyoshin
Vocational School, where she learned about basic
hardware and troubleshooting for personal {4
computers, Microsoft Office Suite, desktop graph-
ics and publishing.

she will be a beacon of hope for others in years to
come.

Other Health Problems

Many people with Down syndrome have the common facial features and no
other major birth defects. However, some peoplewith Down syndrome might
have one or more major birth defects or other medical problems. Some of the
more commonhealth problems among children with Down syndrome are listed
below.

Hearing loss, Obstructive sleep apnea, which is a condition where the person’s
breathing temporarily stops while asleep, Ear infections, Eye diseases, Heart
defects, present at birth, Health care providers routinely monitor children with
Down syndrome for these conditions.

Treatments
Down syndrome is a lifelong condition. Services early in life will often help
babies and children with Down syndrome toimprove their physical and intellec-
tual abilities. Most of these services focus on helping children with Down
syndrome developto their full potential. These services include speech, occupa-
tional, and physical therapy, and they are typically off eredthrough early
intervention programs in each state. Children with Down syndrome may also
need extra help or attention inschool, although many children are included in
regular classes.

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She is the eldest of five siblings in her family, her father is a sculptor, and her
mother is a housewife. Sima’s father works as a Hindu deity sculptor, which is
his family business, but due to the economic crisis, people are not doing their
pujas separately but in a more centralized fashion, which affected his family's
financial earnings gradually. Sima, after graduating from high school, couldn’t
afford her education as there were four more siblings in the line; she also
became of age to marry according to her religious custom. Sima’s friends once
told her that whatever you do, whether you live alone or are married, you
should always stand on two feet for yourself and also for your family in
financial and social terms. Sima came to BDP vocational school with this story
in her mind, but we came to know different stories about her life. Sima’s father
became desperate due to his financial crisis, which became dire straits when
Sima graduated from junior high. In her social surroundings, as she reached
marriage age, marriage scouts/matchmakers were looking for her for potential
male partners. Sima’s father was proposed to by these marriage scouts to give
his daughter away to older male partners for a handsome financial donation,
which could eradicate their family’s financial turmoil for the time being.
Sima, now the object of financial relief for the family,
agreed to this marriage proposition but soon found out
that the proposed male partner was married twice and
had two wives living with him, which tainted Sima’s
" dream to be a humble wedded wife. Sima now earns
15000 BDT herself as a computer operator in a media &
communication (postal / email communication) shop,
which has not fully eradicated her family’s poverty

4. Physical unwellness. Here, there are clear
signs of physical disorder, evident in medi-
cally diagnosed illness. Psychosomatic symp-
toms can be included in this category.
Researchers have used subjects’ responses
regarding their health condition, obtained
either through interviews (6) or through
questionnaires that in some cases employ
standardized measures of health status (7). In
addition, some studies have examined the

social or legal outcomes for children who frequently engage in bully-
ing at school (for example, by reviewing criminal records) (2).

Research Designs and Modes of Analysis - Part - I

Various research designs have been employed to examine the relation
between peer victimization and the mental and physical health of
children. These yield inferences that differ in kind and validity. There-
fore, when drawing conclusions about the possible consequences of
bullying, it is desirable first to consider the strengths and limitations
of the research designs and the related statistical analyses.

Case Studies

Postdiction is the most rudimentary method of obtaining data about the
relation between involvement in bully—victim problems and possible
outcomes (8): when a negative condition is observed in a person, an
inquiry is conducted to identify the condition’s precursors. Numerous
case studies have been reported in which suicide or attempted suicide
has been attributed to sustained bullying (9). Some of these cases have
been supported by suicide notes in which being victimized has been
the stated cause. Although individual case histories appear persuasive

it is difficult to validate conclusions “m tknownstha
